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houses in two versions: a standard version 
and a “zero-energy” version with additional 
air-sealing and insulation improvements. 

As a production builder, New Town Builders 
used techniques that area framers would feel 
comfortable bidding on. The standard houses 
have 2x6 walls. In the house shown here, 
New Town adopted double-wall construction 
because 2x4 walls are standard. The studs are 
spaced 24 in. on center to
